Town Caucus Will Be Held Monday, March 26th

Each year the Town of West Stockbridge holds a non-partisan Town
Caucus. The purpose of the Caucus is to nominate candidates for offices in the
Annual Town Election, held the second Monday in May each year. This year
the Town Caucus will be held at 7:00 PM on Monday, March 26, at St.
Patrick’s Parish Center.

Traditionally, a candidate is nominated by a voice vote of the assembled
voters of West Stockbridge the
night of the Caucus. Once 
nominated, the person signs the
Town Caucus papers within 72
hours of the Caucus, accepting the
nomination. If there are no objec-
tions to the nominations, they are
placed on the May ballot. A person
can also take out nomination
papers to be placed on the May
Election ballot. The following
offices are on the Town Election
Ballot this year:

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January 8, 2007 

Truck Traffic. Resident Gordon Soule expressed
concern over an increase in heavy truck traffic on
Swamp Road. Selectman and Highway
Superintendent Curt Wilton explained that the rebuilt
Swamp Road Bridge no longer has a posted weight
limit. The process for getting a commercial heavy
truck exclusion was discussed. MassHighway grants
exclusions only if several criteria are met, including
agreement by adjoining communities. The Board is
interested in seeking an exclusion, and will take up
the issue again at a future meeting. 

Cemetery Cleanup. Work done by Cemetery
Commissioner Holly Hamilton and her family cleaning
up storm damage at Town Cemeteries was applauded.
A letter of thanks will be sent to Holly.

Public Access Channel. Selectman Tina Skorput
Cooper called for a disclaimer on the local access
cable channel because program content is virtually
unrestricted. Administrative Assistant Mark Webber
will prepare a notice stating that the programming
does not reflect the opinion of the Selectmen and
Town Boards. 

January 22, 2007 

Liquor License Transfer. A public hearing was
held on an application to transfer the Public Market’s
all-alcoholic beverage liquor license from Michael
Skorput to Bernard Fallon. There being no public
comment and no discussion by the Board, the public
hearing was closed and a vote was taken approving
the transfer.

Senior Center Grant. A public hearing was held
on the upcoming Senior Center grant. Grant coordinator
Tom Webb proposed including a Home Repair project
in the grant, to provide small home repair services for
the elderly. The Board supported including the $30,000
Home Repair project if available funding allows.

The Board reiterated that a new Senior Center 
will be an integral component of the new town center
currently being developed at the former Village
School. In addition to the Senior Center, the site will
house the Police Station, Library, Town offices, 
gymnasium, and recreational fields and facilities.

Clark and Green architect Steve McAllister
described changes from previous designs and grant
submissions. Senior Center project costs have been
reduced because many necessary improvements –
such as water and sewer upgrades, site work, plumbing,
heating and fire protection – are being provided by
the Village School renovation.  Cost analysis indicates
that the project will come in under the maximum
grant allowance. The grant deadline is February 16,
and awards are to be announced in May ’07.

Main Street Reconstruction. A public 
informational meeting was held regarding the Main
Street Reconstruction project and securing state/federal
funding. Mike Kirchner provided background and 
history, and introduced Paul Guertin and Bob Carter
of SEA Associates. The Town has contracted with
SEA to submit a Project Needs Form (PNF) to the
Massachusetts Highway Department for a full-depth
reclamation and re-paving of Main Street. The 
project, which would also include new sidewalks,
curbing and other improvements, is estimated to cost
$1.5 million.

Mr. Carter described the process and said that he
has been informed by the State that the Town must
adopt parallel parking instead of diagonal parking in
order to receive federal grant funds. Accident reports
for the last three years indicate that, out of 17 accidents
in the downtown area, 13 were attributed to diagonal
parking. A sketch of a redesigned parking layout
showed a net gain of 4-6 parking spots with parallel
parking (the roadway is wide enough for parallel
parking on both sides of Main Street).  

What’s Happening At The Board
of Selectmen

(Editor’s note: the following is an edited summary of Board minutes,
which are available in full, unedited, on the Town web site 
www.weststockbridgetown.com and at the Town offices. There were 
no BOS meetings on January 1 or 15.)
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Audience questions and comments centered on
parallel versus diagonal parking. Bernie Fallon, owner
of the Public Market, said he has spoken with people
at MassHighway and was told that parallel parking is
not an absolute requirement. Both Fallon and Ed
Sotille, owner of the Queensborough Package Store,
said they will lose business if customers are forced to
parallel park.

Mr. Guertin noted that burying utilities is not an
allowable cost under the SAFETEA program and that,
in his experience, the cost can be almost as expensive
as the roadway reconstruction itself. He suggested the
Town submit a PNF for the March deadline: parking
plans need not be finalized in the initial phase. Once
MassHighway starts the review process, a full 
discussion can take place about parking. If the Town
waits until it reaches a consensus on parking it might
never submit a project request. The Town and SEA
will investigate funding rules regarding parking – no
decisions on parking layout were made.

Shaker Mill Tavern. The Board reviewed activity
at the Shaker Mill Tavern with Building Inspector Jim
Vosburgh and Assistant Building Inspector Walt
Potash. Vosburgh assured the Board that all building
permits are in place. Randy Thunfors, one of the new
owners of the property, added that a recent Berkshire
Record article was incorrect regarding future plans for
the property. Thunfors understands that any changes to
the current use of the property (restaurant downstairs
and meeting rooms upstairs) would require an amend-
ment to the Special Permit on the property.

Old Truck Stop. Chris and Art Gennari asked if
permits are required to demolish the old Truck Stop on
State Line Road. The property owners have asked the
Gennari’s to take down the buildings because they are
an eyesore and safety hazard. The Board recommended
that they contact the Building Inspector and obtain a
demolition permit and call Dig Safe before any work 
is done.

January 29, 2007

Main Street Reconstruction. Following up on 
last week’s informational meeting, it was noted that a
primary reason diagonal parking is allowed in
Stockbridge, and partial diagonal parking in Lee, is

because neither town used federal grant money for
their projects. Proposed funding for the West
Stockbridge project is 70% federal/30% state. The 
federal share may have strings attached regarding 
traffic safety and parking.  

The Board voted to instruct SEA Associates to 
submit a PNF to the State to be considered at next
month’s review meeting. The project will be for 
full-depth reclamation of Main Street along with new
sidewalks, curbing, drainage and other improvements.
Parking layouts are not included at this stage. The
Board will review the application before it is submitted.

Assessment Methods. Lenox Road resident John
Pons read a letter detailing objections to how his and
other properties are assessed. Mr. Pons questioned how
his assessment could have risen so much in recent years
when no one has come inside to determine the condition.
Selectman Mike Kirchner said that, while the Board is
sympathetic to Mr. Pon’s concerns, the Selectmen have
no authority over the elected Board of Assessors or
their policies, and suggested Mr. Pons might consider
filing for an abatement. 

Parks & Recreation. Bob Powell, Chairman of
the Parks and Recreation Committee, has asked to
meet with the Board to discuss an overall plan for
recreation and grounds use at the Village School.
Since a number of appointments to the Committee are
pending, it was suggested Mr. Powell supply a list of
members to act on when they meet. 

February 7, 2007

Board of Assessors Vacancy. Assessors Amy
Butterworth and Jennifer Wilton met with the Board
of Selectmen to fill the vacancy on the Board of
Assessors until the next scheduled election. Irene
Skorput was elected to fill the vacancy.

Senior Center Grant. The grant will be submitted
on February 16. Administrative Assistant Mark
Webber has been working with program administrator
Tom Webb to complete the application.

Truck Exclusion. The Board reviewed criteria for
a heavy truck exclusion on Swamp Road. One of the
criteria, an available and acceptable alternative route,
seems to be in place (State Route 41). However, it
seems unlikely that Swamp Road will meet the heavy

commercial truck threshold of 5%-8% total vehicle
volume required for a truck ban. A truck count has
been requested for the spring. A second count will be
done on Main Street for the Main Street reconstruction
project.

Village School Project. A meeting will be 
scheduled for the end of February with the Village
School project technology consultant, project 
architects and the project owner’s agent to discuss
needs and layouts.

Thinking Green

Since writing the article in the January issue of the
Local Yokel about the artwork from Village School, I’ve
been contacted by a couple of local residents with more
information.

The mural that hung in the foyer and the tile 
artwork that hung in the gym was funded by a grant
from the Massachusetts Council of the Arts. Jim
Schantz, a local Artist, spearheaded the project with the
children of Village School. The tile artwork was 
created by 3rd and 4th graders of Village School and
the Senior Citizens of West Stockbridge. The main
theme of the project was “Sharing in the Experience of
Celebrating Life in West Stockbridge.” 

Gloria Morse, Chairperson of the Richmond
Historical Commission, shed some light on the artist
who painted the mural that hung in a classroom of
Village School for over 40 years. Mildred Kinser
Wheeler was a resident of Richmond. She was the art
teacher in Richmond for many years during the 1960’s
and 1970’s. Before becoming a teacher, she had a studio
called GreyRock in the old Depot Schoolhouse. Mrs.

Wheeler also had a studio on Main Street of West
Stockbridge for a period of time during the 1950’s. She
married Gloria’s uncle Gerald N. Wheeler, who ran
Wheeler’s Store and the Post Office in Richmond. After
Mr. Wheeler’s sudden death in 1961, Mildred took over
running the store and became temporary Postmaster for
Richmond until Nicholas Putzu bought the building and
became Postmaster. Mrs. Wheeler died in the 70’s in
Florida.
